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The Oda family and Tendo

The Tendo domain of the Oda family was ruled by Nobukatsu Oda
who was Oda Nobunaga'’s second son and a direct descendant of the
Oda family.

In the fourth year of Meiwa (1767), the territory changed to Ushu
Takahata including the Tendo territory.

In the second year of Tenpo (1831), a town hall was built in Tendo
which was prospering as a post town of Ushu Kaido, and the Tendo
Clan (approximately 20,000 goku, an ancient Japanese measurement
of volume) was established.

Afterwards, the Odas assumed Tendo feudal tenure until the end of
the Tokugawa shogunate government.

Now, there is still a place connected to the Odas called the Kudoku of
Sanbou temple, which is their family temple.

Takeisao temple in which Nobunaga is enshrined is popularly
believed to give divine favor to pass exams and promote business.
These are qualities shared with Nobunaga who was a strong fighter.

Takeisao temple is in the center of Tendo city, at the western foot of
Mt. Maizuru.

A festival is held there every year on May third. The azaleas are
beautiful in June.

Special Scalding Rice

Special Scalding Rice is said to be prince Nobunaga’s favorite dish.
Prince Nobunaga is said to have eaten quickly before taking to the
battle field of Okehazama. His victory was impressive.

The seaweed in the shape of Japanese chess piece, which the Tendo
clan encouraged the production of, was put on the rice produced in
this prefecture.

Omizuke

In the early Edo period, Omizuke, which is pickled in Oumi was
brought to Yamagata by Oumi merchants.

Oumi country was the territory of prince Nobunaga.

The word omi is derived from Oumi.

Omizuke is a “soul food” of Yamagata people.

It is delicious if you put Omizuke in Yuzuke.

Other soul foods of Yamagata people are:

e Cherries

The first person to have wine in Japan is said to have been Prince
Nobunaga.

Konpeito

Konpeito is a dish that was given to prince Nobunaga by Portuguese
missionary Luis Frois.

The etymology of the “Konpeito” is said to be from the Portuguese
word “confeito”, which was a type of sugar candy.
